Ambrus Gyula in Budapest 29
November 1924. He and his wife
Clara M. Ambrus (who was also
an external member of the Hungarian
Academy of Sciences) both started their
medical studies at the University of
Budapest in 1942. They worked in the
research laboratory first in the Department
of Histology and Medical Biology under
Dr. Huzella and then in the Department of
Pharmacology under Dr. Issekutz. In 1947,
they received fellowships to the University
of Zurich where they graduated with an
MD degree in 1949. During their studies,
they also worked in the Department of
Pharmacology under Dr. Fischer. They then
joined the Pasteur Institute in Paris and
worked in the Departments of Therapeutic

In 1950, they went to Philadelphia to
work at Jefferson Medical College, in

the Departments of Pharmacology and
Hematology. They both received a PhD

in medical sciences with a major in
pharmacology in 1954 and FACP (Fellow
of the American College of Physicians)

in 1960. They joined the Roswell Park
Memorial Cancer Institute in Buffalo, NY,
in 1955. Professor Ambrus was named
Principal Research Scientist, and then
Director of Cancer Research for the New
York State Department of Health. He

has also held the position of Professor
and Chairman of the Department of
Experimental Pathology at the Roswell
Park Division of SUNY/Buffalo. He
retired in 1992 and moved to the Buffalo
General Hospital-Kaleida Health Sytem,
the main teaching hospital of the State
University of New York at Buffalo, where
he was Professor of Internal Medicine and
Senior Member of the Graduate School
and started a PhD-program in Hematology-
Oncology. Several of the more than 100
graduated of his became Professors in the
Hematology-Oncology field.

His main fields of research are
thrombolytic therapy, chemo- and
immunologic therapy of neoplastic
diseases, fibrinolysis. He was the first to
apply antihistamines to treat seasickness.

Egyetem 6 oktatokorhdzéban folytatta

a munkat belgydgyasz professzorként €s
vezetd oktatoként, hematologiai onkologiai
tertileten PhD programot inditott.

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(who was also a honorary member of
the Hungarian Academy of Sciences) he
developed several anti tumour drugs.

Dr. Ambrus has authored or co-authored
nearly 600 publications in biochemistry,
physiology and pharmacology of cancer,
and the blood coagulation cascade. He has
been a member of over 50 professional
organizations and has served on

numerous medical and scientific advisory
groups including the Food and Drug
Administration, the National Heart Institute
and the World Health Organization. He has
served as editor-in-chief of both the Journal
of Medicine and Reviews in Hematology
and as a member of the editorial boards of
Folia Angiologica and Haemostais.

His scientific accomplishment was
recognized with several awards: Nelson
Hackett Award (1972), M. M. Chaplov
Award (1984) College of Graduate Studies
1990 Distinguished Alumnus Award.

He became Commander-Knight of the
Equestrian Order of the Holy Sepulchre
of Jerusalem (Vatican) in 1990. In 2004

he got the Medical Excellence Award.

He received the G. Koepf Award of the
Hauptman-Woodward Medical Foundation
and was the first recipient of the Heart in
Hand Award of the Clarence Museum of
European Arts.

He worked together with his wife until
Clara’s death due to a fire in their home

in 2011. They had seven children, who
