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oranyi Adam was born on
July 13, 1932 in Szeged. He
maturated from the Klauzal
abor Grammar School in
Szeged in 1950, and went on studying
at the University of Szeged, where he
was a student of Béla Székefalvi Nagy.
He received his diploma in mathematics
in 1954. In 1954-1956 he worked for
the Mathematical Institute together with
mathematicians who were called “rabbits”,
among them with Arpad Pukanszky, the
two emigrated through Yugoslavia to the
US in 1957. In 1957-1959 he worked as
an assistant at the University of Chicago,
where he earned his PhD in 1959.
In 1959-1961 he was instructor at the
Harvard University, in 1960-1964 assistant
professor at the University of California at
Berkeley, in 1964-1965 visiting assistant
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1950-ben. A Szegedi Egyetemen tanult
tovabb, Szokefalvi Nagy Béla tanitvanya
volt. 1954-ben matematikusi diplomat
kapott. 1954-1956-ban a Matematikai
Intézetben dolgozott, tobb, magukat
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1959-1961-ben a Harvard Egyetemen volt
instruktor, 1960-1964-ben Berkeley-ben,
a Californiai Egyetemen vendégtanarként
dolgozott. 1965-ben New York City-be
ment, a Belfer Graduate School of Science,
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professor at the Princeton University.

In 1965 he went to the Belfer Graduate
School of Science, Yeshiva University in
New York City, where he became professor
of mathematics in 1968. In 1979 he left for
the Washington University in St. Louis. In
1985 he became distinguished professor

of the Lehman College, City University

of New York. In the 2000’s he performed
research in Bangalore, India.

His research interests are Harmonic
analysis, Lie groups, symmetric spaces,
complex variables, quasi-conformal
mappings in several complex variables. He
contributed several articles to professional
journals. He is member of the American
Mathematical Society.

In 2001 he was elected external member of
the Hungarian Academy of Science in the
Section of Mathematical Sciences.

He read his inaugural speech Harmonikus
fliggvények Riesz-Hardy osztélyai hiper-
bolikus Riemann-tereken on June 26, 2002.
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Yeshiva University oktatoja, 1968-t6l
professzora lett. 1979-ben St. Louis-ba
ment a Washingtoni Egyetemre. 1985-t61
a New York-1 Egyetem Lehman College
cimzetes professzora. A 2000-es években
az indiai Bangalore-ban kutatott.
