Czechoslovakia on April 3,

1936. In 1945 the family
immigrated to Austria. He attended the
Grammar School in Bischofshofen/
Salzburg and in 1954 he began studying
philosophy, ethnology and theology
in Vienna, where he received his
absolutorium in theology in 1961. Then he
went to the Pontifical Gregorian University
in Rome and got Lic. hist. eccl. in 1963,
and studied part-time at the Institut
Catholique in Paris as well. Then he went
back to Vienna, where he studied history,
ethnology and musicology. He received his
PhD in 1966 and PhD habil in 1979.
He began working at the University of
Vienna as assistant and lecturer (1967-
1979), then associate professor for Modern

Bischofshafen/Salzburgban érettségizett

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History (1979-1984). In 1984-2004

he was full professor and chair for the
Austrian and Modern European History at
the University of Graz, where now he is
professor emeritus. At the same time he is
associate professor for Modern History at
the University of Vienna and Professeur
Associé a la Faculté des Lettres, Université
Laval, Québec/Canada and Chairman of
the Committee for Literature and Culture
(Literatur- und kulturwissenschaftliches
Komitee) of the Austrian and Hungarian
Academy of Sciences.

He was initiator and head of the Long
Term Research Program SFB Moderne:
Vienna and Central Europe (1994-2005),
lecturer at the Diplomatic Academy,
Vienna (1988-1995), vice-president of the
Austrian Scientific Research Fund FWF
(1988-1997) and founder and president
(1992/3-1995) of the IFK (Internationales
Forschungszentrum Kulturwissenschaften,
Vienna).

His main fields of research are the history
of Central Europe (Habsburg Monarchy),
social-intellectual history (18th-20th
centuries), modernism/modernity/
postmodernism and culture theory. He has
a great number of publications in the above
fields and lectured at several meetings and
conferences.

He is full member of the Austrian
Academy of Sciences, member of the
National Board of IFK (Vienna), trustee
of the Wittgenstein Archive (Cambridge/
UK) and member of numerous National
