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A PREPOSTSAG TEMPLOMA MINT TEMETKEZOHELY

A kozépkori magyar kirdlyok temetkezohelyeit
(Szekszard, Tihany, Nagyvarad, Buda stb.) az irott
forrasok alapjan ismerjiik. A Székesfehérvar torék
kézre keruilése (1543) el6tt elhunyt harminchét ki-
ralyunk koziil tizendt az itteni Szliz Maria-tarsas-
kaptalan templomaban talalt nyughelyet. Az elsé
maga az alapitd, I. (Szent) Istvan (1038) volt.
Kalmént (+1116) kovetéen még hat tovabbi Ar-
pad-hazi kiralyt (I1. Béla 11141, II. Géza 11162, II.
Laszlo T1163, IV. Istvan 11165, 111 Béla 11196 és
III. Laszlo 11205) temettek el itt. A XIV. szazad-
ban I. Karoly (Karoly Robert +1342) és 1. (Nagy)
Lajos (11382), a kovetkezdben Albert (11439) és
I. Matyas (11490), végiil a XVI. szazad elso6 fele-
ben 1I. Ulaszlo (71516), 1. Lajos (11526) és Janos
(11540) temetkezett ide.

A Fehérvaron eltemetett kiralynékrol, kiralyi
gvermekekr6l csak elvétve tudositanak a forrasok,
fontossdgat tekintve messze kiemelkedik koziiliik
Szent Istvan fia, Szent Imre herceg (71031). Az
orszag elokeldi koziil néhanyan az uralkodd kii-
lonleges kegyebdl kaphattdk meg a bazilikaban
vald temetkezés jogat: irott forrasok szolnak Ozo-
rai Pipo (11426) temesi ispan, id. Rozgonyi Istvan
(11439/40) fejéri ispan, Buzlai Laszlo (f1481
utan) lovaszmester csaladi temetkezohelyérdl, sir-
kapolnajarol. Marcali Miklés (T1413) és Stiborici
Stibor (1414) erdelyi vajdak siremlékeinek tore-
dékei is ismertek, Druget Fiilop (71327) nadornak
pedig pecsétgyliriije keriilt el6 a bazilika tertiletén.
A tarsaskaptalan tobb prépostjanak nyughelye is a
templomban lehetett, erre bizonyitékul azonban
egyediil Gyorgyi Bodd Miklos (11474) sirkotore-
déke szolgal.

THE CHURCH OF THE PROVOSTRY AS A PLACE OF BURIAL

Due to written sources we are familiar with the
burial locations of medieval Hungarian kings
(Szekszard, Tihany, Nagyvarad, Buda etc.). Of the
37 kings who died preceding the fall of
Szekesfehérvar to the Ottomans (1543), 15 were
interred in the Church of the Virgin Mary. The first
was its founder, Saint Stephen | (11038), followed
by Coloman (71116), and additional 6 kings of the
Arpad Dynasly were laid to rest here: Béla ||
(t1141), Géza Il (11162), Ladislas Il (}1163),
Stephen IV (71165), Béla Ill (1196), and Ladislas
Il (11205). The 14" century saw the burials of
Charles Robert (1342) and Louis the Great
(t1382) of Anjou, followed by Albert of Austria
(t1439) and Matthias Corvinus (11490), followed
in the early 16" century by Vladislaus Jagiellon
(T1516), Louis Il (11526) and Janos Szapolyai
(11540). Privileged members of the nobility were
also given the right by ruling monarchs to be
buried in the Basilica of Székesfehérvar. Written
sources tell us of family crypts containing the
remains of Pipo of Ozora (71426), Court Officer
(ispan) of Temes County, Istvan Rozgonyi, Court
Officer of Fejér County (71439/40), and Laszlo
Buzlai, stable master (1 after 1481). Remains of
grave markers indicate that Transylvanian
Voivodas Miklés Marcali and Stibor Stiborici
(1413 and 1414 respectively) were also buried
here. And the signet ring of Palatine Fiilép Druget
(t1327) was also found in the vicinity of the
basilica. The church could also have been the
resting place of several members of the provostry,
although the only evidence of this is a fragment
believed to be part of a gravestone belonging to
Provost Miklés Gyérgyi Bodo (11474).

Az 1ijabb tlizvész utan mar tgy dontottek, hogy
beboltozzak a templomot, hogy a hasonld
katasztrofikat megel6zzék. A templom pilléreit
megerdsitették, és a  mellékhajok  bordas
keresztboltozata fel is épiilt, de a hatalmas fohajo
lefedéséhez a tdmaszok igy is gyengének
bizonyultak. Ezért a pilléreket a f6hajo felé
megtoldottak, ezaltal még a fO6hajé igen nagy
szélességét is mérsékeltek valamelyest, am a tervezett
hatosztati  keresztboltozatokat igy sem tudtak
felépiteni.

Az tjabb leletek alapjan az Anjou kirdlyi csalad
tagjainak korabban egységesnek tartott
siremlékcsoportja két részre bonthatd. Az északi
mellékhajéban egy vordsmarvany pillérek tartotta,
boltozatos sirbaldachin képe vazolhato fel. Egy
faragvany alapjan a baldachin felsé részét feher
marvany ivezet alkotta, és talan ennek az
alkotasnak a szinpompéjat gazdagitolta egy
mozaikberakasos marvanylap is. A monumentalis
sirbaldachinok  Franciaorszagban  kifejlédott
gotikus  tipusa a néapolyi Anjou-siremlékek
kézvetitésével keriilhetett Székesfehérvarra, az
eldkelé napolyi rokonsag udvari miivészetét
kovetni kivano, Napolyt megjart Nagy Lajos
személyes tapasztalatai nyoman.

The second Gothic reconstruction

In the 1327" year of Our Lord, on the Wednesday
preceding Palm Sunday, the Church of the Virgin
Mary in Székesfehérvar was destroyed by flames
even though, as previously mentioned, it had beer;
roofed in panels of lead to guard against the danger
of fire. The lead panels melted like wax in the great
heat, except for the bell tower above the sacristy,
where many precious relics are kept. There is no
doubt that these protected the tower from destruction.
Following the fire, the king again installed lead roofing
on the church.’

After another fire, they decided to build a vaulted
ceiling for the church in order to prevent similar
disasters. The pillars of the church were reinforced and
the aisles’ ribbed vaults were also completed; however,
the pillars proved to be too weak to support the vaults
of the enormous nave. Therefore, they were extended
towards the nave, thus somewhat reducing the width of
the nave, but the planned sexpartite vaults could not
be built even like this.

‘The queens were also present, invited to view the
sad sight. They first visited all of the altars, then the
burial chapel of King Louis. The sight of the marble
face of the pious king broke their hearts and they set
about kissing the melancholic statue, soaking the red

stone with their flowing tears.’
(Excerpt from the Chronicles of Thurdczy)

Based on the latest finds, the group of tombs
belonging to the members of the House of Anjou, which
was previously regarded as coherent, can be divided
into two parts. In the northern aisle, there was a tomb-
canopy supported by red marble pillars. Based on a
carving, the upper part of the canopy consisted of a
white marble arch, and perhaps this creation was
further embellished by a marble slab ornamented with
mosaics. Monumental Gothic-style tomb-canopies had
developed in France, and arrived to Székesfehérvar
with the intermediation of Louis | of Hungary (Louis the
Great), who saw the Anjou tombs in Naples when he
visited the city in person, and sought to follow the court

A vérésmarvany
faragastechnikai  jellemz6i, a figuralis és
heraldikus elemek stilussajatossidgai a délnémet
vidékek miivészetének ismeretérél tanuskodnalk,
ugyanakkor a siremlékek bécsi, melki, kraklkoi
emlékelkkel mutatnak szoros tipologiai rokonsagot.

art of his royal kinship. The Anjou burial chapel, which
is known from written sources and was built by Louis
the Great as a burial chapel for the royal family, was
connected to the royal church from the south. The
Chronicles of Thuréczy report about the ornamented
tomb of the king made from carved red marble. Many
of the small or large red marble carving fragments
unearthed on the site, whose origin is dated to the
second half of the 14 century, can be associated with
the two representative tombs of the chapel. Pieces of a
sarcophagus cover depicting a regal figure have been
found (parts of the head and the torso), which may
have belonged to the tomb of Louis the Great. The said
canopy probably stood above this. Fragments of
another sarcophagus cover have been discovered
which features a female figure and, together with the
side panels representing a series of seated figures, is a
beautiful exemplar of craftsmanship; they most
probably decorated the sarcophagus of Catherine, the
monarch’s daughter who died in her childhood. The
best-preserved piece is an outstanding relief
representing the typical crest of kings from the House
of Anjou, ornamented with an ostrich holding a
horseshoe in its beak; it may have been part of the
canopy standing on the northern side or of the Anjou
Chapel. The carving technique used to decorate the
red marble, as well as the stylistic characteristics of the
figurative and heraldic elements show that the artist
was familiar with the arts of southern German regions;
at the same time, the tombs show a close typological
affinity with remains found in Vienna, Melk and Krakow.
