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osef Makovitzky was born in
Nagykanizsa on 15 December 1942.
Before his birth his father had to join
the army and returned home from
Soviet captivity only in 1949, when the
family moved to Pécs, where he became
teacher at the commercial vocational
school. The previous year Josef began
primary school in Bern, he was a sickly
child and with the help of the International
Red Cross he got to a very nice Swiss
family. Returning home he had to learn

Hungarian and began school again in Pécs.

In 1961 he graduated from the Nagy Lajos
Grammar School and wanted to go on
studying at the Medical University of Pécs
but he was not taken. With the help of his
fencer friend, Karoly Méhes he got to
know professor Gyorgy Romhanyi and
worked with him in the Institute of
Pathology for a year, when he became a

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university student. During university years
he often travelled abroad, he was voluntary
famulus at the universities in Leipzig and
Mainz. Receiving his degree he got back to
professor Romhanyi and was working at
the Institute of Pathology for three years.
In 1973 he left for the Semmelweis
University, where he was Medical
Consultant of Pathology at the 1st Institute
of Pathology and three years later he
changed for the National Institute of
Rheumatology and Physiotherapy but went
on teaching at the university as well. Every
year he spent time in the Anatomical
Institute of the Friedrich Schiller
University in Jena, where he worked with
Giinther Geyer. In 1980 he received his
candidate’s (PhD) degree in Budapest and
habilitation in Jena.

In 1983 he went to Germany and became
resident of the Department pf Pathology of
the University of Kiel. In 1985-1988: he
was scientific associate at the Institute of
Pathology of the University of Erlangen, in
1988-1992: associate director of the
Department of Pathology of the AK
Hamburg, in 1992—-1994: he was visiting
professor at the Department of Pathology
at the Martin Luther University in Halle-
Wittenberg. In 1992—-1997 he was
employee associate in several private
practices of pathology in Germany. In
1997-2007 he was head of the Department
of Gynaecological Pathology at the
Department of Obstetrics and Gynaecology
of the University of Rostock. Since his
retirement in 2007 he has been visiting
professor and professor emeritus at the
Department of Neuropathology of the
University of Heidelberg and at the
Department of Forensic Medicine at the
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tanulmanyait. Egyetemi évei alatt tobbszor
jart kiilfoldon, famulusként dolgozott

a lipcsei €s a mainzi egyetemen. Miutan
megkapta orvosi diplomajat, visszatért
Romhanyi professzorhoz, harom évig
dolgozott a Patologiai Intézetben.

1983-ban a Német Szovetségi Koztar-
sasagba ment, a Kieli Egyetem Patologiai
Intézetében lett rezidens. 1985-88-ban az
Erlangeni Egyetem Patologiai Intézetében
volt tudoményos fémunkatars, 1998-
1992-ben az AK Hamburg Patolédgiai
Intézetében tarsigazgatd. 1992-94-ben
vendégprofesszor volt a Martin Luther
Egyetemen Halle-Wittenbergben.
1992-1997 kozott tobb németorszagi
patologiai maganlaboratoriumnak is
dolgozott. 1997-2007-ben a Rostocki
Egyetem Sziilészeti és NOogyogyaszati
Intézetének NOgyogyaszati Patologiai
Osztalyat vezette. 2007-ben nyugdijba
vonult, azdta professor emeritus,
vendégprofesszor a Heidelbergi Egyetem
Neuropatologiai Intézetében és a Freiburgi
Egyetem Igazsagiigyi Orvostani
Intézetében. 2009-2010-ben a Jénai
Egyetem II. sz. Anatomiai Intézetében,
2010-ben az Ulmi Egyetem Patoldgiai
Intézetében €és a Martin Luther Egyetemen
volt vendégprofesszor.

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University of Freiburg. He was visiting
professor at the Department of Anatomy II
at the University of Jena in 2009-2010, in
2010 at the Department of Pathology at the
University of Ulm and at the Department
of Pathology at the Martin Luther
University Halle-Wittenberg.

His main fields of research are human and
animal amyloid and glycoconjugate
polarization microscopy using topo-optical
reaction, immunohistochemistry of
endometrium placenta and brest cancer,
confocal laser scanning microscopy. He is
also interested in the research of Alzheimer
disease.

He is the author/co-author of 125
publications, among them the so-called
Romhanyi hommage: Polarization opticai
analysis of blood cell membranes. Progr.
Histochem. Cytochem. Vol. 15. No. 3
(1984, G. Fischer Verlag), which can be
considered the collection of topo-optical
reactions described by Romhanyi.

Antal award (2014) and the Hungarian
Literacy Award (2015).

He often lectured at Hungarian
universities.
