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atyas Sandor was born in Budapest
M on 10 February 1951. He studied

biology at the E6tvds Lorand University
and received his diploma in 1975. In 1976—
78 he was working at the Department of
Immunology, headed by Janos Gergely. He
received his PhD in 1979. In 1980—81 he was
Fogarty scholar at the National Institutes of
Health (NIH). Before moving to the US he
was research fellow in Berlin and Paris. Since
1986 he has been living in the US, first in
lowa, since 1995 he has been working for the
University of Wisconsin-Madison, now he is
professor of the Department of Pathology &
Lab. Medicine.
His main field of research is immune
responses to infectious disease. Their lab study
the role of T cells in granulomatous immune
responses induced by various infectious
agents including Schistosoma mansoni,
Leishmania donovani and Mycobacterium
bovis. Granulomas are localized inflammatory
reactions in which both T cells and the
infectious agents are colocalized in the
lesion. Granulomas protect the host against
infection but can also cause diseases such
as sarcoidosis or Crohn’s disease. They are
also interested in how different T cells work
together. Their research will contribute to
the creation of better vaccines and better
treatments for granulomatous diseases.
He is author/co-author of about 220
publications. He is member of the American
Association of Immunology. He became
doctor honoris causa of the Semmelweis
University in 2006.
In 1997 he received Howard Hughes Faculty
