2020. junius 25. és julius 3. kozott megfigyelést végez-
tem vizvezeték-csatorndzas soran. A vizvezetékdrok
hossza 1100 méter volt, mélysége 1,40 méter, szélessé-
ge 1 méterrdl indult, az drok alja 60 cm széles, egyes
szakaszokon 40 cm-re sz(kilt. A Szentendrei Ut 307.
szamu haz elétt, az drok aljan sotétbarna, agyagos ré-
tegben kevés paticsdarabka latszott, a 303. szdmu haz
elétt skori edénydarabkdk kerliltek el6. A Szentendrei
Ut 297. szam el6tt a sététbarna agyagos rétegbdl romai
tegula-toredék kertlt eld. Ettdl délre elfogytak a leletek,
mar csak aproé voros pottyok (tégla és paticsdarabkak?)
tarkitottdk a réteget.
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Between June 25 and July 3, 2020, | conducted ar-
chaeological monitoring during water pipe and sewer-
age works along Szentendrei Road in Budapest, District
lll, specifically in the section between Hatdr Road and
Matyas Kirdly Road (plot no. 62408). The water pipeline
trench measured 1,100 meters in length, with a depth of
1.40 meters. The trench initially had a width of 1 meter,
narrowing to 60 cm at the bottom, and in some sections
even to 40 cm. In front of house number 307 on Szen-
tendrei Road, small pieces of daub were visible at the
bottom of the trench within a dark brown, clayey layer.
In front of house number 303, prehistoric pottery frag-
ments were found. At number 297 Szentendrei Road,
a Roman tegula fragment was recovered from the dark
brown clayey layer. Further south of this point, no sig-
nificant finds were made, only small red specks (pos-
sibly brick and daub fragments) were scattered within
the layer.
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
