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Road construction and installation of storm drains
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A Budapesti Térténeti Mizeum 2020. majus 18. — juli-
us 29. k6zott régészeti megfigyelést végzett Budapest
XI. keriiletében, a Rupphegyi uttdl nyugatra haladd, a
Virdgkertész utcdndl a Cordia Sasad Resort 5. litem
telkéhez becsatlakozé Kirdlyliliom utcai Ut épitéséhez
kapcsolddodan.

A terlilet az elmdlt 15 évben a térségben végzett
feltardsok nyomdn a Rupphegyi ut—-Budadrsi ut—Fel-
s6hatér Ut altal hatdrolt, az 1-2. szdzadi rémai korban
tovdbb €16 kelta lakossag telepiilésének, majd az ezen
kialakult, 3—-4. szdzadi, k8 kerit6fal-rendszerrel ellatott,
feltehetden villagazdasdg teriiletén taldlhato.

A gépi foldmunka a nyugati részen, a Virdgkertész
utcai saroktdl keletre kezd6dott meg. Itt el8szor kb.
20-30 cm vastag feltdltés kertlilt eltdvolitdsra, amelybdl
két romai kori edénytoredék, és egyéb recens hulladék
kerllt eld. Kelet felé haladva a mélység novekedett. A
keleti peremtdl kb. 63 méternyire fél méter vastag be-
tonos, zlzalékos, séderes rétegek jottek eld, alattuk
feketés, séderes csik futott be, ez alatt sdrga séderes
feltoltés, majd az elért 95 cm mélységig 16sz0s, okke-
res réteg latszott a déli metszetben. Beton pilléralapok,
valamint Uveg- és virdgcserép-toredékek is elékerliiltek,

Between May 18 and July 29, 2020, the Budapest Histo-
ry Museum conducted archaeological monitoring in Bu-
dapest’s District XI during the construction of a road on
Kirdlyliliom Street, west of Rupphegyi Road, connecting
to the plot of Cordia Sasad Resort Phase 5 near Virdag-
kertész Street.

Based on excavations conducted in the area over
the past 15 years, the site lies within the territory defined
by Rupphegyi Road, Budadrsi Road, and Felséhatar Road,
which corresponds to a settlement of the Celtic popula-
tion that continued into the 1st—2nd century Roman peri-
od. Later, in the 3rd—4th centuries, a presumed villa rusti-
ca with a stone enclosure system developed here.

Mechanical earthwork began on the western side,
just east of the corner with Virdgkertész Street. About
20-30 cm of fill was first removed here, from which
two Roman-era pottery fragments and other modern
waste were recovered. Moving eastward, the excava-
tion depth increased. Approximately 63 meters from the
eastern edge, layers of concrete, gravel, and crushed
stone (about 0.5 m thick) were found. Beneath these,
a dark, gravelly streak ran through, under which a yel-
low, gravelly fill appeared, followed by loess-like ochre
layers visible up to a depth of =95 cm in the southern

amelyek a teriileten kordbban &llt iveghazakhoz tartoz-
hattak.

A tlkor kialakitdsat kovetden a kivitelezé utdlago-
san tdjékoztatott, hogy régészeti megfigyelés nélkil ki-
astdk a viznyeld akndk helyeit és arkait, 2020. madjus 29-
én dokumentdltam a helyszini dllapotokat. Ennek sordn
a Virdgkertész utca feldli legnyugatabbi akna helyén
zo6ldre korrodalddott, kb. 2 cm &tmérgjd fémtargy lenyo-
matat észleltem a medddében kiszikkadt humuszos fold-
darabban. (1. kep) A fémtdrgyat mar nem taldltam meg,
igy jellegét, koradt nem lehetett megallapitani. A méret és
a Sasad Resort eddigi Utemeinek feltdrasa soran (Har-
shegyi 2007, Harshegyi 2008, Magyar-Harshegyi et al.
2020) elbkertiilt romai kori éremleletek alapjan viszont
nem zdarhatd ki, hogy rémai kori, rézétvozetbdl késziilt
pénzrdl vagy egyéb, megkdzelitéen kerek targytipusrdl
van szd. A lemélyiilés 70 cm volt a kialakitott tlikortdl
szdmitva. Helyszinen és telefonon a kivitelezé képvi-
selbivel egyeztettem, hogy a SR 5. litem telke elétti,
Virdgkertész utcai sarok lemélyitése elétt mindenképp
tdjékoztassanak, hogy ennek a munkafolyamatnak a
medgfigyelését elldthassam. 2020. julius 29-én a terlle-
ten jdrva lattam, hogy az utnak ez a vége id6kdzben
elkészilt, és tovabbi foldmunkara mar nem kerdlt sor. A
medgfigyelés sordn szdrvany jellegi allatcsont és romai
kori edénytoredékek kertltek eld, valamint az emlitett
ismeretlen fémtargy rezes korrézids lenyomata.

profile. Concrete pillar foundations and fragments of
glass and flowerpots were also found — likely remnants
of former greenhouses on the site.

After the roadbed was prepared, the contractor in-
formed us retroactively that the locations and trenches
for the storm drain shafts had already been excavated
without archaeological supervision. | documented the
situation on-site on May 29, 2020. At the westernmost
shaft near Virdgkertész Street, | observed the corrod-
ed imprint of a green-patinated metal object (approx. 2
cm in diameter) in a dried-out clump of humus soil in
the backfill (Fig. 7). The metal object itself was no longer
present, so its type and period could not be deter-
mined. However, based on its size and the Roman coin
finds uncovered during earlier phases of the Sasad Re-
sort project (Harshegyi 2007, Harshegyi 2008, Magyar-
Harshegyi et al. 2020), it is possible that the imprint
belonged to a Roman-era copper-alloy coin or another
similarly shaped object. The depression was about 70
cm deep from the constructed roadbed.

| coordinated on-site and by phone with the con-
tractor’s representatives, requesting to be informed pri-
or to any excavation in the Virdgkertész Street corner in
front of the Phase 5 plot so | could observe the process.
On July 29, 2020, during a site visit, | saw that this sec-
tion of the road had already been completed, and no
further earthworks were carried out.

During the monitoring, scattered finds included
animal bones and Roman pottery fragments, as well as
the copper corrosion imprint of the aforementioned un-
known metal object.
