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Construction of a condominium building

Site ID: 15140
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2020. december 21-én egy kétlakdsos tarsashaz épité-
sét megel6z6 gépi foldmunka régészeti megfigyelését
végeztik el. A medfigyelés soran népvandorlds kori
(szarmata) objektumok kerliltek elé.

A Szilas-patak matyasfoldi szakaszan, az ontéste-
rilettdl délnyugatra huzédd magaslaton talalhatd 1154
m? teriilet(i telek 25 %-&n mintegy 8,7x35 méteres fe-
lUletet lefedd sdvalap-rendszer 60 cm széles, 120 cm
mély arkait astdk ki.

A Zsarnd utca és az Album utca sarkdn lévé tel-
ken &ll6 épiletek bontdsa még 2019 novemberében
megtortént. Az alapok kiforgatasa soran nem latszott
értelmezhetd rétegsor, dm a bolygatatlan telekrészen
asott rovid szondaban a humuszos feltalajbdl szérvany
edénytoredékek kertiltek eld.

A bontds utdni tereprendezésnek készonhetéen a
munkateriilet nagyjabdl vizszintes volt, a 100-120 cm
mély alaparkok dsasa kb. 150,50 mBf szintrdl indult. A
felszin alatt 20 cm vastag bontdsi tormelékkel kevert
sotétszlirke homokréteg, majd 20 cm talajmUvelés
(szantds?) nyomait mutatd, sotét sziirkésbarna iszapos
homok Iatszott. A munkaterilet tdrmelékmentes észak-
keleti negyedében ezt 20 cm-es sdrgdsbarna homok-
feltoltés fedte.

On December 21, 2020, archaeological monitoring was
conducted during the mechanical earthworks preced-
ing the construction of a two-apartment condominium.
During the observation, Migration Period (Sarmatian)
features were encountered.

A strip foundation system covering an approx-
imately 8.7x35 meter surface area, occupying 25% of
the 1154 m? plot situated on an elevation southwest of
the floodplain along the Matyasfold section of the Szilas
Stream, was excavated with 60 cm wide and 120 cm
deep trenches.

The demolition of buildings located on the plot at
the corner of Zsarné Street and Album Street had been
completed in November 2019. No interpretable stratig-
raphy was visible during the removal of the foundations,
but in a short trench dug in the undisturbed part of the
plot, stray pottery fragments were retrieved from the hu-
mus-rich topsoil.

As a result of post-demolition site leveling, the
work area appeared largely flat, with the excavation of
the approximately 100—120 cm deep foundation trench-
es starting at an elevation of about 150.50 a.B.S.l.". Be-
neath the surface, a 20 cm thick dark gray sand layer
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A természetes, sotét sziirkésbarna, kavicsszérva-
nyos homok feltalaj bolygatatlan zondja 149,90-150,20
mBf szint kozo6tt 30—60 cm vastagsdgban jelent meg. Az
északnyugati alaparokban sotétsziirke, kotott, kemény
csik fedte, ami valészinlileg a jarészint maradvanya volt.
Az altalaj sdrgdssziirke, kavicsszérvanyos, meszes fi-
nom homok, illetve a munkateriilet északi negyedében
szlirke homok volt. A kavicsszérvanyos homok feltalajt
és a kavicsszdrvanyos, meszes finom homokréteget né-
hol vorésesbarna homokos sav vélasztotta el.

A déli irdnybdl a domboldalon lefolyd viz az Atlasz
utcanal I1évé kisebb kiemelkedés miatt megrekedhetett,
ami vizeny@ssé tette a terlletet.

A kavicsszorvdnyos homok feltalaj tisztitdsakor a
délkeleti savalapban néhdny szdérvany edénytdredék,
dllatcsont-szildnk, valamint tapasztastoredék bukkant
fel. Ez utébbiak némelyike vesszélenyomatos. A lele-
tanyag igen elszdrtan, valtozéd mélységhbdl kerilt elé. A
délkeleti alaparok északi végétdl hét méterre megjele-
né sotétszlirke sdvban gyakoribb volt a szénszemcse
és a paticsmorzsa.

Az északnyugati drkokban két objektumot lehetett
azonositani. Az északi saroknal 1évé 1. objektum egy K/
DK-NY/ENY irdnyd, 50 cm széles arok volt, ami 20 cm
mélyen vagott be az altalajba, ebbdl néhany allatcsont
és edénytoredék keriilt eld. (1. kép)

A 2. objektum az északnyugati metszetfalban 3-4
méter hosszan kovethetd. Az altalajt 50 cm mélyen at-
vdgta, az alapdrok aljat nem érte el. Az arok aljanak kb.
vizszintes, rézsls oldalai bemosddtak, de a szemkozti
metszetfalban mar nem jelent meg az objektum. Betdl-
tésének legaljan 10-15 cm sotétsziirke, kormos, hamus,
szénszemcsés homok volt, felette 25 cm-es szirke,
aprdé kavicsokkal kevert homok, majd a kavicsszorva-
nyos homok feltalaj zarta a sort. Leletanyag az alsé két
betodltési rétegbdl kerllt elé. A mélyebben fekvé hamus
csikbodl gydjtott allatcsont- és edénytoredékek meszes
lepedékkel boritottak voltak, a szérvdny anyagon és a
bedsas tobbi leletén a mészlerakddads nem volt jellem-
z6.

Az objektumok inditdsdt nem lehetett megfogni,
felsd résziik teljesen 6sszefolyt a kavicsszdrvanyos ho-
mok feltalajjal. Konturjat csak az altalajba vago részén
lehetett megfigyelni.

A medfigyelés soran gylijtott edénytoredékek csa-
szdarkoriak, mindségiik a szarmatakra jellemz&en valto-
zatos. A leletanyag java a 2. objektumbdl kerdilt el6. Az
allatcsont-anyag durvan darabolt volt, némelyik téredé-
ken ragdsnyom is latszott. A tény, hogy a kavicsszor-
vdnyos homok feltalajbdl és az drokbdl (1. objektum)
tapasztastoredék is kerlilt eld, arra utalhat, hogy a telek

mixed with demolition debris was observed, followed by
20 cm of dark grayish-brown silty sand showing traces
of soil cultivation (possibly plowing). In the debris-free
northeastern quarter of the work area, this layer was
covered by a 20 cm yellowish-brown sand fill.

The undisturbed zone of the natural dark gray-
ish-brown sand with scattered gravel appeared in a
thickness of 30—60 cm between 149.90-150.20 a.B.S.I..
In the northwestern foundation trenches, a dark gray,
compact, cohesive band was observed, likely repre-
senting a remnant of the walking surface. The subsoil
consisted of yellowish-gray, gravel-strewn, calcareous
fine sand and, in the northern quarter of the work area,
gray sand. In some places, the gravel-strewn sandy top-
soil and the gravel-strewn calcareous fine sand layer
were separated by a reddish-brown sandy band.

Due to a minor elevation at Atlasz Street, water
flowing down the hillside from the south may have been
impeded, which could have resulted in the area becom-
ing waterlogged.

During the cleaning of the gravel-strewn sandy top-
soil in the southeastern strip foundation trench, a few
scattered pottery fragments, splinters of animal bones,
and fragments of daub were uncovered. Some of the
daub pieces bore impressions of wattle. The finds were
retrieved in a highly scattered manner and from var-
ying depths. In a dark gray band appearing 7 meters
from the northern end of the southeastern foundation
trench, charcoal particles and daub crumbs were more
frequently encountered.

In the northwestern trenches, two features were
able to be identified. The first feature (Feature 1), locat-
ed at the northern corner, was a 50-cm-wide trench,
oriented E/SE-W/NW, which had been cut 20 cm deep
into the subsoil. From this feature, a few animal bones
and pottery fragments were recovered (Fig. 1).

Feature 2 could be traced for 3 to 4 meters along
the northwestern section face. It had been cut 50 cm
deep into the subsoil but did not reach the bottom of
the foundation trench. The base of the ditch appeared
approximately horizontal, with sloped sides that had
been subject to sediment wash-in. However, the feature
did not appear in the opposite section wall.

At the very bottom of the fill, a 10-15 cm thick layer
of dark gray, sooty, ashy sand containing charcoal par-
ticles was observed. Above this, a 25 cm layer of gray
sand mixed with small pebbles was identified, followed
by the gravel-strewn sandy topsoil. Artefacts were re-
covered from the lower two fill layers. The animal bone
and pottery fragments collected from the deeper, ashy
stratum were covered with a calcareous deposit, while

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kozvetlen kdrnyezetében szarmata kori hdzak nyomai
is lehetnek.

A jelenségek a Szilas-patak déli partvonalat kisérd
telepiiléslanchoz tartoznak, azok déli irdnyu lehatarola-
sdban nyUjtanak segitséget. A Négrddveréce utca—Uj-
szdsz utca—Simongat utca kozotti szakasz jol kutatott
(lel8hely-azonosité: 15140), onnan tavolodva viszont
elég kevés az adat a régészeti koru teriilethasznalatra
vonatkozdan. Az eddigi megdfigyelések koziil a jelenle-
gi, Album utca 26. alatti objektumok, illetve a poligono-
kon kiviil esé Andocs utca 31. alatti szorvdny jelzi, hogy
a pataktdl tavolabb is lehet szamitani régészeti jelensé-
gek felbukkandsara.

this lime coating was not typical on the scattered finds
or other artefacts from the cut.

The upper portions of the features could not be
clearly distinguished, as they had fully merged with the
gravel-strewn sandy topsoil. The contour was only ob-
servable in the section that had been cut into the sub-
soil.

The ceramic fragments collected during the obser-
vation were dated to the Roman Imperial period and, as
characteristic of Sarmatian material culture, displayed a
wide range of quality. The majority of the finds were re-
covered from Feature 2. The animal bone assemblage
appeared roughly fragmented, with some pieces bear-
ing gnaw marks. The presence of daub fragments both
in the gravel-strewn sandy topsoil and in the ditch (Fea-
ture 1) may indicate traces of Sarmatian period houses
in the immediate vicinity of the plot.

These features are considered to form part of
the settlement chain that follows the southern bank of
the Szilas Stream, contributing to the delineation of its
southern extent. The section between Nogradveréce
Street, Ujszdsz Street, and Simongét Street has been
well investigated (Site ID: 15140); however, data regard-
ing archaeological land use becomes scarce further
from this area. Among the observations made thus far,
the features documented at Album utca 26, as well as
the stray finds at Andocs Street 31 located beyond the
designated polygons, indicate that archaeological phe-
nomena may also be expected at a greater distance
from the stream.
