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2020. junius 3-an lakéhdz bontdsaval kapcsolatos gépi
foldmunkak régészeti megfigyelését végeztik. A le-
bontott épiilet alaptesteinek, illetve a kisebb mellék-
éplletek kiemelése sordn régészeti jelenség nem volt
medgfigyelhet6. Ennek oka, hogy az alaparkokba visz-
szapergd, friss bontasi tormelékkel kevert anyag miatt
a talajrétegek nem voltak értelmezhetéek. Az épulettd|
délnyugat felé kisebb (kb. 1,5%1,5x1 méteres) tdroldpin-
ce kerllt kiemelésre, itt kaphattunk némi képet a terllet
talajviszonyairdl. A feltdrt pincegodérben a befoglald
talajrétegek tisztitdsakor néhany régészeti koru (szar-
mata) edénytoredéket taldltunk. (1. kép)

A kilritett telken 2020. julius 4-én kezdték meg egy
Uj lakééplilet alapdsasi munkalatait. Az alaparkok indita-
si szintje 130,10 mBf szint koriil, a bontas utani terep-
rendezéskor elplanirozott fellilet volt. A 70 cm széles,
120-130 cm mély sdvalapokban 40-60 cm mélységig
modern kori bontdsi tormelékkel kevert, sotét sziirkés-
barna homok tertilt el. A felszintél =70-80 centiméterig
vorosesbarna homok, alatta a kavicsszdrvanyos, sarga
homokos altalaj jelentkezett. Az altalajt két helyen mo-
dern bedsdas vdgta. Az alaprendszer kdzepén dthuzodé,
az altalajba 30 cm mélyen egy kb. 60 cm széles, észak—
déli irdnyu arok kertlt el6, ennek a régészeti kora nem

On 3 June 2020, archaeological monitoring was con-
ducted during mechanical earthworks related to the
demolition of a residential building. No archaeological
features were observed during the removal of the build-
ing’s foundation structures and associated outbuildings.
This was likely due to the collapsed construction debris,
which had fallen back into the foundation trenches, ren-
dering the stratigraphy uninterpretable. A small storage
cellar (approx. 1.5x1.5x1 m) located southwest of the de-
molished building was also removed, providing limited
insight into the site’s soil conditions. During cleaning of
the surrounding soil layers in the cellar pit, a few ceram-
ic sherds of archaeological age (Sarmatian) were recov-
ered (Fig. 1).

On 4 July 2020, foundation trenching began for
the construction of a new residential building on the
cleared plot. The excavation began at an elevation of
approx. 130.10 m above Baltic Sea level (a.B.S.l), on a
surface leveled during post-demolition grading. The
strip foundations measured 70 cm in width and 120-130
cm in depth. Up to a depth of 40—-60 cm, modern dem-
olition debris was mixed with dark greyish-brown sand.
From -70 to -80 cm below the surface, reddish-brown
sand was observed, followed by a yellow sandy sub-

igazolhatd. Betdltése egynemd barna humuszos homok
volt. A metszetfalak tisztitdsakor nem kerilt eld tovédb-
bi lelet. Az épitési terlilet kdrnyezetébdl, a Didfa utca
139. szamu telken és a Csoémori Ut ezen szakaszan egy
szarmata kori temetérészlet ismert (BTM RA Itsz. 3065—
2010).

soil containing scattered gravel. The subsoil was cut in
two places by modern intrusions. A 60 cm wide, north—
south oriented trench approximately 30 cm deep into
the subsoil was found running through the center of the
foundation system. Its archaeological origin could not
be confirmed. The fill consisted of homogeneous brown
humic sand. No further finds were recovered during
section cleaning. Although no clear archaeological
features were identified within the construction area, a
Sarmatian cemetery section is known from the vicinity,
including at 139 Didfa Street and along this section of
Csdmori Road (BTM RA inv. no. 3065-2010).
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
