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2019. november 21. és 2020. marcius 18. kozott régé-
szeti medfigyelést végeztiink Budapest XII. kertlet, Al-
kotds utca 44. szam alatt a Testnevelési Egyetem A10-es
jelli éplilet nedvesség elleni szigetelésével jaro feldjitds
sordn elvégzett foldmunkak kapcsan.

Az A10-es épiilet szamdra délrél dsott kozmUdrkok
foldkitermelésekor modern feltoltés alatt 50-100 cm
vastag humusz, alattuk sdrga agyagos altalaj jelentke-
zett. Az udvar kdzéptdjan sziirke agyagos bedsdst va-
gott az drok, amely a rétegviszonyok alapjan az ujkor-
nal nem lehet kordbbi, leletanyag nem kerlilt elé belble.
Ezen kivil egyéb Ujkori bedsasok is latszottak, ezekbdl
dllatcsont, Ujkori keramiatéredékek keriiltek eld, vala-
mint humuszbdl egy halvdny vordsre égett romai kori
szorvany jellegl edénytdredék. Ettdl keletre haladva
fokozdédott a recens hulladékkal teli bedsdsok szama. A
sdrga agyagba helyenként djkori és modern tégla keve-
redett, valészinlileg tereprendezés folyaman a rétegso-
rok bolygatdsra kertltek.

Az éplilettdl nyugatra dréncsé szdmara folyt mélyi-
Iés az északnyugati saroktdl dél felé haladva. A kb. 3 m
mély drokban az Ut és Utalap alatt kb. 7-10 cm vastag,
feketés feltoltés jelentkezett, ez alatt a sdrga agyagos
altalaj kerllt el6, az arok aljan talajvizzel. Az altalajba

Between November 21, 2019 and March 18, 2020, ar-
chaeological monitoring was conducted at Budapest
District XII, 44 Alkotds Street, during earthworks related
to the waterproofing renovation of Building A10 at the
University of Sports Science.

During the excavation of utility trenches south of
Building A10, a 50—100 cm thick humus layer was ob-
served beneath modern fill, with yellow clay subsoil
underneath. In the middle of the courtyard, a gray clay
pit cut into the trench, which, based on stratigraphy, is
no earlier than the Modern period; no artifacts were
recovered from it. Other modern-period pits were also
visible, from which animal bones and modern pottery
fragments were collected. From the humus layer, a
faint reddish-burnt Roman-period pottery fragment was
found as a stray find. Further east, the number of pits
filled with recent waste increased. In some places, mod-
ern and more recent bricks were mixed into the yellow
clay, likely due to previous landscaping activities that
disturbed the stratigraphic layers.

West of the building, a trench for a drainage pipe
was excavated, extending south from the northwest
corner. In the approximately 3-meter-deep trench, be-
neath the road and roadbed, a 7-10 cm thick blackish
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tobb bedsdst lehetett medfigyelni a felsé kb. 1 m-es
sdvban, amelyek kozlil az északi saroknal levé elsében
Ujkori kerdmiatoredék latszott a nyugati-keleti metszet-
falban. Az épiilet északi szdrnydra esé szakaszon ot
ilyen godor jelentkezett nagyjdbdl egyenletesen elhe-
lyezkedve, mig ettdl délre tovdbbi harom bedsas rajzo-
I6dott ki valamennyivel ritkdbban. A keleti oldalfalban
kb. 70-100 cm szélességben figyelheték meg, mig a
nyugatin dsszeszlikiilve kisebb foltokban.
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fill layer was present, followed by yellow clay subsoil,
with groundwater appearing at the trench bottom.
Several pits could be observed in the upper ~1 meter
section of the subsoil, with the first one at the northern
corner containing a fragment of modern pottery in the
west—east profile wall. In the section corresponding to
the northern wing of the building, five such pits were
documented, spaced fairly evenly, while further south,
three more pits appeared at somewhat wider intervals.
On the eastern wall of the trench, these were visible
over a width of about 70—-100 cm, while on the western
side they narrowed into smaller patches.
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
