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2020. julius 6. — szeptember 3. kdzott a Budapesti Tor-
téneti Muzeum Kozépkori Féosztdlya teljes felliletl fel-
tardst végzett a Bp. V. kerlilet Bastya u. 1-11. sz. telkeken,
az itt létesitendd kozosségi park kivitelezési munkait
megeldzben.

A 2000-2001-ben mar Zador Judit altal részben
megkutatott terlilet vdrosfaltdl tdvolabbi, északi felében,
dsszesen 230 m? teriileten, az elbontott 19. szdzadi pin-
cék falai altal hatarolva, azok padldszintje alatt dolgoz-
tunk. Mivel az atlag 103,50 mBf jelenlegi terepszinttdl
101,30 mBf szintig az ujkori pincék a kordbbi rétegeket
elpusztitottak, mar csak az altalajban jelentkezd, ossze-
sen 45 objektum feltardsat végezhettiik el. Ennek sordn
a kdzépkori Szenterzsébet falu késé Arpdd-kori (13. sza-
zad) részletét (arkokat, godroket) (1. kép), szdrvdnyos
késé kdzépkori jelenségeket (14. szdzad), és egy kisebb
torok kori (16-17. szdzadi) éplletmaradvanyt (téglalap
alaku épitményt, kdvel megerdsitett oszlophelyekkel)
bontottunk ki. (2. kép) Az el6kerllt leletanyag a korszak-
ra jellemzé kerdamia és allatcsont volt, kiemelkedé lelet
kozillk egy 14. szazadi allatfejes kiontécsoves edény
toredéke, és egy valdszinlileg nagymacskat formazé
aquamanile toredéke.

Between July 6 and September 3, 2020, the Medieval
Department of the Budapest History Museum conduct-
ed a full-scale excavation at the site located at 1-11 Bast-
ya Street, District V, Budapest, in advance of the con-
struction of a planned community park.

The northern part of the site, which had already
been partially excavated by Judit Zador in 2000-2001
and lies further from the city wall, covered an area of
230 m2. Excavation took place below the floor level
of demolished 19th-century cellars, within the walls of
those structures. As the earlier layers had been de-
stroyed down to a depth of 101.30 a.B.S.I. (above Bal-
tic Sea level) from the current average ground level
of 103.50 a.B.S.I. by the modern cellars, we were only
able to excavate 45 features that appeared in the sub-
soil.

During the excavation, we uncovered parts of the
medieval village of Szenterzsébet from the Late Arpadi-
an Age (13th century), including ditches and pits (Fig. 7),
sporadic features from the Late Middle Ages (14th cen-
tury), and remains of a small Ottoman-period (16th—17th
century) structure — a rectangular building with stone-re-
inforced postholes (Fig. 2).

Finds consisted of period-typical pottery and ani-
mal bones. Noteworthy artifacts included a 14th-century
fragment of a spouted vessel decorated with an animal
head, and a fragment of an aquamanile likely shaped
like a large feline.

Despite these recent excavations, the area has not
yet been fully explored.
